REQUIREMENTS FOR ACCEPTING AND STANDARDIZING MANUSCRIPTS FOR THE COLLECTION 
MEDIA LITERACY: CLASSICAL AND NEW DIMENSIONS
Deadline for submission of texts for the collection: December 1, 2021 to e-mail address: nauchen@fjmc.uni-sofia.bg
The manuscripts should be up to 20 000 symbols (with spaces), (tables and schemes included) per article.
The manuscript is submitted in a single paper copy and a file. Computer-written manuscripts are accepted if Microsoft Word has been used. Font Times New Roman, 12 is recommended. All texts with other fonts should be marked. Use only the simplest format – italics, bold, Font Size without special styles or tabulations. The accepted SI system measuring units in Latin are to be used everywhere.
Schemes, illustrations and tables are submitted separate from the text, the author specifying their position in the file. Those should be submitted in JPG format and in proper printable quality.
The title page should include the title and the both names of the author (authors), their office address and e-mail. An abstract in English follows, if the article (study) is in Bulgarian, or in Bulgarian if the paper is in English. The abstract should, again, contain both names of the author (authors), and the full title of the article. The abstract should also contain five to seven key words.
The article should be structured in the following manner: introduction, research methods, results, discussion, conclusion, thanks given, literature used.
The bibliography should include thematic sources in alphabetical order, without additional spacing. Standard bibliography requirements and abbreviations should be observed. If the article is in a foreign language, foreign sources are enumerated first, then Bulgarian ones and vice versa. When you have bibliography in Cyrillic, a TRANSLITERATED version in Latin must be included.
The quoted authors and sources, as well as the other comments on the text should be marked with digital indices, using uninterrupted numeration throughout the article, with footnote descriptions of the above-mentioned provided on the respective page. (The index in the text should always be positioned before the symbols full stop, comma, semi-colon, colon and dash and after the symbols question mark, exclamation mark, inverted commas.) For example in the text: “This principle has been presented exceptionally well in a research by Leo Bogart”. Footnote:

1. WITH BOOKS WITH ONE AUTHOR
The description begins with the family name of the author (in capital letters), then the first name of the author – unabbreviated, a comma between the names; a full stop after the name; title, ending with a full stop; publishing data: place of publishing (unabbreviated).If the book gives two or more places of publishing, the first one is provided and then “и др.” or “etc.” is added. If the book does not provide data on places of publishing, “Д. м.” (без място) or “S. I.” (Lat. Sine loco) is written; Publishing house (not needed in footnotes, where possible the name of the publishing house is given in abbreviated form, it is not necessary to write “publ. h.” or use inverted commas), a colon is inserted between the name of the town and the publishing house; year of publishing (always in Arabic characters, without adding “year”, if it is missing, and cannot be established, “б. г.” or “s. a.” (Lat. Sine ano – no “year” is added); page – shortened to “с.” or “p.” (when more pages are given, from – to, only the numbers are provided, separated by a dash with no spaces, “с.”, respectively “p.” is not added’, e.g. 15-18, also “с. 15 сл.”, or Lat. “p. 15 sq.”).

2. WITH BOOKS WITH TWO OR MORE AUTHORS
Only the name of the first author is inverted, followed by a comma and the name of the second author – in a normal word order.
With more than three authors only the name of the first one is written, followed by ”и др.”/ “et al”).
Examples:
КРИСТАНОВ, Цветан, Иван ПЕНАКОВ, Стефан МАСЛЕВ. Д-р Иван Селимински като учител, лекар и общественик. София: Наука и изкуство, 1962, 15-18.

ГЮРОВА, Вяра и др. Приключението Учебен процес. София: Europress, 2006.

KELLEY, Harris et al. Personal relationships: Their structure and processes. New York: Wiley, 1979, p. 80.

3. WITH MANY VOLUMES 
The number of the volume is always written in Arabic characters: “T. 4”, in Lat. “T. 4”, “Vol. 4”, “Bd. 4”.
Examples:
Българо-германски отношения. Изследвания и материали. Т. 1-3. София: БАН, 1962.

PARKER, Thomas and William HASWELL. A text book of zoology. 6th ed. Vol. 1 revised by Otto LOWENSTEIN; vol. 2 revised by Christopher FORSTER-COOPER. London: Macmillan, 1940. 

4. DESCRIPTION OF ARTCLES FROM NON-PERIODICAL PUBLICATIONS
After the author information and the title, the information about the publication, containing the article is provided. Those are preceded by a capital “B” for books in Cyrillic, or “In” – for books in Latin alphabets, and a colon. 

Examples:
ТОПЕНЧАРОВ, Владимир. Ботев като журналист. В: Христо Ботев. Сборник по случай 100 г. от рождението му. София, 1949, 186-199.

ТОНЧЕВА, Виолета. Радио Варна или защо традицията е модерна. В: АНТОВ, Константин (състав.) Седемдесет години българско регионално радио. Сб. статии. София: Св. Климент Охридски, 2006, 73–88.

WILLIAMS, Peter. The Pentagon Position of Mass Media. In: Impact of Mass Media. (Ed. by HEIBERT, Ronald E.). New York: Longman, 1999, p. 327.

5. DESCRIPTION OF ARTICLES FROM MAGAZINES AND PERIODICAL PUBLICATIONS
The name of the author and the title of the article are obligatory. After the full stop the name of the magazine or the publication, containing the article are given in italics (“B:”, resp. “In:”, is not written, “т.” (том), is also not written, {s well as “v.” (volume), the volume is marked by №).
Example:
САКЪЗОВ, Иван. Стопанските връзки на България в чужбина през ХІV в. Год. СУ. Юрид. фак., 30, 1935, 3-10
ЛЕКОВ, Дочо. Забравен възрожденски книжовник. Литературна мисъл, 1970, № 1, с. 101 сл.
DECEMBER, John. Units of Analysis for Internet Communication. Journal of Communication, Winter 1996, 46, № 1, 14-38.
6. DESCRIPTION OF ARTICLES FROM NEWSPAPERS
After the information about the author and the title, information is provided about the newspaper, containing the article, in the following order: 1) name of the newspaper; 2) year -only with old issues; 3) serial number of the issue, marked by №; 4) date (day, month, year), abbreviating the names of the months: ян., февр., апр., авг., септ., окт., ноем., дек.; 5) page.

Example:
HOLDEN, Sarah. Frank Sinatra dies at 82: Matchless stylist of pop. The New York Times, 16 May 1198; Sect A:1, 22-23.
7. SOME PECULIARITIES WHEN CITING IN FOOTNOTES

When citing a text not from the original but through another publication, “Цит. по:” should be added.
Example:
Цит. по: БУРКАРТ, Роланд. Наука за комуникацията. Велико Търново: ПИК, 2000, с. 249
When one and the same publication is cited twice or several times, the description is provided only with the first citation. With the next citation the name of the author is given as well as “Цит. съч.”, until another publication by the same author is encountered.
If one and the same publication is cited several times consecutively, when citing for the second time, you add “Пак там” (“Ibidem” – only in foreign language only issues).
Example:
12СЕМОВ, Марко. Народопсихология, София, 199, с. 27.

18СЕМОВ, Марко, Цит. съч., с. 28.

19Пак там, с. 15 (без страница, ако е същата като в горната бележка).
When citing two or more publications by the same author twice or several times, with each following citation only the author, title, and page are given. If the title is long, after the first citation only its beginning, followed by three dots, is given.
Example:
ГЕНЧЕВ, Николай. Българската национална просвета и Русия след Кримската война. Год. СУ. Истор. фак., 66, 1975, с. 295.

ГЕНЧЕВ, Николай. Франция в българското духовно въз Русия след Кримската война. София, 1979.
ГЕНЧЕВ, Николай.  Българската национална просвета и Русия…, с. 299.

8. DESCRIPTION OF AN ELECTRONIC SOURCE
Here, too, the name of the author and the title of the cited publication come first. Then the issue follows, - in italics, while specifying its on-line nature (in straight brackets) before the dot at the end. The date of the source is given as well as the date of the site visit (in straight brackets). Afterwards “Available from:” is added as well as the full internet address.
Examples:
An article in an internet periodic magazine:
CLARK, Carol. On the threshold of a brave new world. In: Blueprint of the body [online]. CNN.com, 2000= [cited 24 August 2000]. In-depth specials. Available from: http://www.cnn.com/SPECIALS/2000/genome/storey/overview/.

An article in an online magazine:
