The methods for evaluation of the ecosystems’ goods and services are analyzed in the article.
The method of market prices is illustrated by a hypothetical example for valuation of timber obtained
in a certain area. The summarized analysis of the methods for evaluation of ecosystems’ goods and
services shows that the value of the non-material ecosystems’ goods and services of a certain area is
considerably higher compared to the material goods of the system. The author recommends the use of
those methods in the Republic of Bulgaria and especially the transfer of certain values, determined in
different investigations and accepted as assessment values mainly to evaluate the fixed carbon in the
natural range of the bioms, which are included in the Bulgarian biogeographic area.

The article concern the cost-benefit method and it possible applications in the flood risk assessment.
In our days the Bulgarian government, non-government and business institutions have to apply such simul-
taneously quantitative and qualitative approaches as a part of the public — investment processes. The article
discusses some of the “routine* methods for cost-benefit analysis and pay special attention to the functional
limits of its results. The main author’s question is: Where are the outer limits of this approach? There are
many disadvantages in discounting our future, but we believe that cost-benefit analysis results could be
very functional estimation tool and alternative of all the methods based on subjective policy decisions.

The paper represents the current political framework at global, European and national level for
the sustainable development of tourism and the need of crireria and indicators to assess and monitor the
sustainability. A methodology to develop a system of indicator for monitoring the sustainable tourism
development at municipal level is suggested, based on the worldwide experience and on elaborated and
implemented systems in different countries. The process of selecting the indicators, collecting of data
and the way of presenting the results are commented and demonstrated.

The paper presents a comparative analysis of the hotel industry that has strongly determined tourism
development in Bulgaria and Romania since 1990. The main development stages with their factors and trends
are discussed with a special accent on the dynamic changes in the sector after the alternation of the political
system and the transition to market economy. Quantitative analysis is based on official statistical data about
the hotels in the period 1990-2007. Three groups of indicators are analyzed that present the volume and
structure of supply and demand as well as the efficiency of hotel industry in Bulgaria and Romania.

Key words: hotel accommodation facilities, supply, demand, utilization, territorial structure.
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INTRODUCTION

Since the beginning of the 1990s Bulgaria and Romania have passed together
through long and complicated transition from centralized to market economy and EU
accession process. They have often been compared with the reference to a number of
political, social and economic criteria but no comparative tourism analysis has been
provided. However, radical political and economic changes have strongly influenced
tourism industry of both countries and under the new conditions an increasing interac-
tion between them (both, as partners and as competitors) has been observed.

Quite different in their resource and market potential, product development and
importance of tourism in national economy, Bulgaria and Romania have faced com-
mon challenges, as well as specific problems in their tourism development over the last
20 years. Profound analyses of tourism development factors and trends at national
level after the communist system collapse have been presented in a number of aca-
demic publications (Bachvarov, 1997; Kasatschka, Marinov, 2003; Marinov et al.,
2000; Marinov, 2001, 2004; Marinov, Petrov, 2000; Evrev et al., 2003; Kazachka,
2004; Pricajan, 1999, Simon, Candea 2000, Cianga, Surd, 2004, Cianga, Dezsi 2005;
Cocean, 2005, Matei et al., 2009). Most of the research work has been concentrated
on accommodation facilities that have been approached both, as a significant factor
and a result of tourism development and have been considered representative for
the overall state of tourism industry. Accommodation facilities’ capacity together
with their structural and functional features has determined the adoption of tourism
resources, quantitative and qualitative characteristics of supply and demand, as well
as the main parameters of tourism impacts.

This paper is focused on the hotel industry of Bulgaria and Romania in the
period 1990-2007 in order to outline the similarities and the differences between
both countries, as well as their specific achievements and current problems regard-
ing the volume and structure of hotel supply and demand and the utilization of
hotel facilities. Hotels are chosen as a subject of the comparative analysis because
they have always strongly influenced both destinations’ overall tourism develop-
ment and compatibility (especially on the international market) and they grew in
significance during the transitional period when the former system of state subsi-
dized social tourism was disintegrated. Furthermore, despite of the official tour-
ism statistics’ handicaps' available data makes it possible to present the dynamic
changes since the beginning of the 1990s.

! Official tourism statistics’ handicaps in Bulgaria and Romania have been discussed by Marinov

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METHODOLOGY

The research comprises diachronic analysis presenting the main development
stages and factors of change of Bulgarian and Romanian hotel industry and quanti-
tative analysis of hotel facilities in the period 1990-2007. It is based on official sta-
tistical information about the accommodation facilities and particularly about hotels
that is obtained from the regular reports of the National Statistical Institutes of both
countries. In Bulgaria up to 2006 only the accommodation establishments with more
than 30 bed-places were statistically observed and the establishments of more than 10
bed-places were added in 2007. Romanian statistical data refers to all accommoda-
tion establishments with a capacity of more than 5 bed-places. It is also important to
specify that hotels, family hotels and hostels are different types of accommodation and
are separately observed by the national statistics. Therefore, family hotels and hostels
are not included in the study of hotel facilities.

The quantitative analysis covers a wide range of indicators revealing the volume
and structure of hotel supply and demand, as well as the utilization of hotel estab-
lishments over the studied period. Special accent is put on the territorial changes in
hotel supply and demand in Bulgaria and Romania for two reference years (1998
and 2007) in order to show the spatial trends in hotel development and to make con-
clusions about the transformations observed in different types of destinations and
tourism products. This part of the analysis is based on official statistical information
by the main administrative units of both countries? that are united in several groups
according to the leading type of tourism.

Hotel industry effectiveness is represented by the net occupancy rate and the aver-
age number of nights spent per bed. Due to the lacking information about the revenues
from nights spent in Romanian hotels, the amount of revenues and the derivative rev-
enue indices were excluded from the comparative analysis.

RESULTS
MAIN DEVELOPMENT STAGES AND FACTORS OF CHANGE

Hotel industry in both countries has a long history dating back from the
19th c. Its real development started earlier in Romania and grew faster there until the
middle of the 20th c., while in Bulgaria it expanded after the 1960s when the coun-
try emerged as a destination on the international tourism market. Hotel industry has

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passed through several stages of development strongly influenced by the changing
political and economic context.

Stage 1. In the late 19th c. and especially in the early 20th c. construction of hotels
was mainly related to capitalization of mineral water resources® and development of health
tourism in mountain areas*. Hotels appeared also in capital cities and bigger towns® as
business and cultural life were in progress. The first hotels at the Black Sea coast® were
built in 1908-1909. In Romania the first half of the 20" c. is characterized by numerous
investments in hotels, often designed by foreign architects with elements of neoclassic and
secession architecture (Ionescu 1992; Parusi 2007, Filitti 2006). The majority of hotels
were privately owned and some belonged to the mayoralty or to the state.

Stage 2. After the WW 11 private property in the both countries was basically devas-
tated and many of the existing hotels were ruined or changed their function. New develop-
ment of the sector started in the late 1950s when tourism was recognised by the govern-
ments as an instrument for obtaining economic profits. Between 1960 and 1980 both states
made great investments in hotel establishments of “socialist” architectural style.

In Bulgaria the fast hotel industry growth during the 1960s and 1970s was related
to the construction of holiday tourist complexes along the Black Sea coast and of ski
resorts in Rila, the Rhodope and Vitosha mountains that coincided with the world tour-
ism boom and the specialization of the country as a tourism destination within COM-
ECON’. Over that period the country’s hotel capacity grew almost four times (from
about 27 000 beds in 1960 to 102 000 beds in 1980), mainly due to the construction of
two-star seasonal hotels in isolated tourist complexes targeted at international markets.
In the 1980s new hotel units were built primarily in ski resorts, bigger cities and small-
scale holiday villages at the seaside. The property was exclusively state-owned with
centralized management®. The standart of supply was still predominantly low and the
share of hotels in overall accommodation capacity was quite small (20-22%), while
tourism was generally dominated by social recreation facilities.

In Romania immediately after the WW II the tourism industry declined and dete-
riorated. After the nationalisation of all economic establishments, which took place in
1948, the situation of pauperisation and declining was maintained and lasted till 1960.
Some spas and hotels were ruined or disappeared (Cianga, 2007). Starting with 1960,

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many economic units, public buildings, new residential districts were developed and
some hotels were pulled down, despite their historical and architectural values (Car-
pati Hotel from Brasov, built in 1938, Belona Hotel in Eforie, International Hotel in
Mamaia) and others were built with many “modern” elements. The setting up of the
National Tourism Office in 1955 and the Ministry of Tourism in 1971 had a strong
contribution to the development of tourism policy. Thus, between 1960 and 1968 nine
new resorts and two youth national and international camps appeared on the Black Sea
coast and improvements continued in older resorts. Soon after 1965 a special attention
was also paid on spas in Carpathians (Postavaru and Bucegi Mountains) and other
regions (Ionescu 1982; Pricajan 1992). The establishments in mountain areas grew up
by 30 000 beds and were classified predominantly as 1st category that was similar to
2 stars (Candea et al.. 2003). A specific situation was linked to the hydro-electric pow-
er stations camps for workers built in Carpathians, which were transformed in resorts
of local interest after 1972—-1980. Consequently, new resorts in the plains, plateaus
and Subcarpathians areas came into sight. In towns with more than 25 000 inhabit-
ants hotel units were also built. Bucharest had the greatest number of hotels among all
Romanian settlements of the time. All tourist establishments were state-owned with
centralized management. The domestic tourism predominated, respectively mass tour-
ism and social packages subsidized by the Trade Unions.

Stage 3. The recent stage in the hotel industry development began in the early
1990s after the collapse of the former political and economic system that imposed
radical changes in all spheres, including tourism. Deep transformations in both
countries incorporated conversion of the majority of former social recreation fa-
cilities in hotels, development of private hotel business operating under changed
market circumstances and adoption of new legislation corresponding to the free
market conditions. However, the main processes showed certain differences be-
tween Bulgaria and Romania:

* Privatization of previously state-owned hotels. In Bulgaria the process advanced
slowly until 1997. Then, during the right-oriented government (1997-2001) it was in-
tentionally accelerated and practically completed in 2000-2001. It should be stressed
that privatisation began with no clear concept about the post-privatisation manage-
ment which led to serious problems, most evident in holiday tourism complexes due
to the property fragmentation and the break down of their previously unified system
of planning, management and marketing (Marinov et al., 2000; Evrev et al., 2003). On
the other hand, most of the privatized hotels were reconstructed and improved their
accommodation standard, as well as the complementary services offered.

In Romania the privatisation process started in 1991 using the Management
Employee Buyouts (MEBO) method. In this period many hotels were granted or
taken in local management especially by former manages. The privatisation process
was reinforced in 1997 under the Emergency Ordinance, no. 88. However, in 2000
only 41.1% of tourist units were taken into private ownership. Stimulated by law
(137/2002), investments and programs launched by the Tourism Ministry the privati-
sation process was accelerated after 2002. Thus. in 2007 private owned hotels made
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up 84% of all hotel establishments in the country, while the state still held shares in
more than 20 companies. The current situation can be explained by the changeable
legislation and the rigidity of administration. Some hotels registered huge debts be-
ing not attractive for privatisation and others declined in order to be easily bought
by special clients. Two trends regarding measures for hotel modernization can be
identified: one of continuous improvement of establishments (typical of cities and
towns) and another — of conservation which in many cases favoured degradation of
hotel units, especially in spa resorts.

* Construction of new private hotels. In Bulgaria creation of predominantly
small units determined the process in the first half of the 1990s° while after 2000
great investments were made in building of large modern establishments'® that led to
rapid growth in hotel capacity and considerable upgrading of accommodation stan-
dard, mainly in large seaside and ski resorts but also in bigger towns and spa resorts.
Over the last years the construction of apartment hotels has become quite popular
and the market for holiday residences has developed, attracting considerable foreign
interest. However, the high rates of construction of hotels has put under question the
sustainable use of natural resources, as well as the compatibility and effective func-
tioning of separate establishments and whole tourism centers''. A trend of slowing
down the growth of hotel construction has been observed since 2006—2007 but the
current financial and economic crisis has sharply reduced such kind of activity since
the end of 2008. Moreover, lots of hotels have been recently offered for sale. Despite
of the negatives, some experts consider that the crisis gives a chance to stop over-
building in Bulgarian resorts and thus, to overcome one of the most serious problems
of contemporary tourism development of the country.

In Romania several small units were built after 1990. Only in 1996 the Govern-
ment Decision no. 31 stimulated the private entrepreneurship that started building of
small and medium-size establishments that steadily went to bigger ones. Their location
was oriented to the cities first, then to mountain resorts and less to the sea side. Thus,
in towns 2 and 3-star hotels belonging to local owners were built while in the cities
and in several ski resorts, both national and international investors were focused on
the construction of 3 and 4-star hotels. Even if the current world financial crisis affects
Romanian economy, the real estate declining is seen by the managers of international
chains as an advantage for building of new hotels.

' Overbuilding in tourism centers does not correspond to the common infrastructure capacity that
has not been adjusted to take the large increase of tourism pressure. Extremely bad are the problems
concerning the water and sewage systems and parking facilities. In this context a real danger of tourism
demand reflux has appeared. On the other hand creation of overcapacity has deepened the problem of
utilization of accommodation facilities.
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* Entering of international hotel chains and foreign touroperators. Since the mid
1990s a number of international hotel chains like Sheraton, Radisson, Hilton, Kem-
pinski, Iberotel, Iberostar, Best Western etc., entered Bulgarian hotel industry and put
higher standards of facilities, service and hotel management. In the late 1990s some of
the strongest touroperators at the European market such as TUI, ITS and Thomas Cook
credited reconstruction of hotels in return for future tourism service of their clients
and even made direct investments in construction of new hotels, mainly at the seaside.
Thus long term collaboration with the hotel sector has been established that stimulated
both product and market development but also imposed sales of the modernized Bul-
garian hotel product at lower prices at the international market.

Several luxury hotel chains like Sofitel, Hilton and Marriott, have been func-
tioning in Romania since 1990s. Other chains operating 4 and 5-star hotels such as
Golden Tulip and Radisson SAS, are recently in order. The 3-star hotels, Continen-
tal and Best Western are widely spread in cities and big towns. In the future KXK
Ramade and Four Seasons brands will be developed, starting from Bucharest, as
well as RIN, which has already chosen Mamaia resort as a destination. In fact,
Bucharest has taken the advantage to be one of the attractive economic markets
from Central and East Europe, with the chance to develop its tourist function de-
manded by business tourists (Batchelor 2007). On the other hand, Romania has
had problematic collaboration with the strongest touroperators in Europe that has
negatively affected its inbound tourism. TC and ITS entered the Romanian market
in 2002 and TUI — in 2004 after almost 20 years of absence, but they withdrew in
2006-2007 for the reason of low hotel standard, high prices and noise pollution in
the main Romanian resorts. Starting with 2008-2009, TUI, TC, ITS and Dertour
announced their intention to cooperate with Romania again.

* Setting of uniform categorization criteria. The current system of categorisation
in Bulgaria was introduced in 1998 when the Tourism Act was adopted for the first
time. Since then it has been regularly amended and supplemented to cover the great
diversity of accommodation facilities offered and to ensure conformity with inter-
national practice. According to the new Tourism Act (2002), hotels are one of the
several types of collective tourist accommodation establishments. They are graded
in five categories the lowest one (one-star) being awarded by local authorities, while
the awarding of all other hotel categories is centralized in the State Tourism Agency.
Currently the category of all tourism establishments including hotels is with an in-
determinate duration. Suggested new amends in categorisation system that are now
discussed envisage all accommodation units to be graded for a five-year period. This
is expected to stimulate entrepreneurs to strictly follow the categorization require-
ments and to improve the quality of their product.

The classification system in Romania has changed several times since 1990,
starting with GD 601/1997, then GO 58/1998, approved by the GD, 1328/ 2001,
GO 911/2002 etc. On, one hand, this burdened the development of tourist facili-
ties, but, on the other hand, it helped for improvement of the certifying system,
licenses of functioning, the professional certificates and classification by comfort
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standards. The hotels are classified in one to five star categories by the Minis-
try of Tourism in collaboration with regional and local authorities. The certificate
awarded lasts for an indeterminate period, excepting the cases of declassification.
It is expected and it is a real need to achieve considerable improvement of the hotel
industry management and policy.

All the above mentioned factors have determined common trends, but also well
expressed differences in the hotel industry development of Bulgaria and Romania over
the last 15-20 years that are illustrated by the following quantitative analysis.

QUANTITATIVE ANALYSIS
HOTEL SUPPLY ANALY SIS

Quantitative development of supply is best illustrated by the changes in bed
capacity observed over the last two decades that have lead to significantly in-
creased importance of the hotel industry in overall tourism supply of Bulgaria and
Romania.

Data presented in Table 1 indicates that the total volume of supply measured
by the number of bed places in all accommodation establishments decreased in
the both countries during the 1990s and the negative trend was turned after 2002.
Bulgaria experienced more turbulent changes demonstrated through the sharper
nosedive in the beginning of the period and the faster growth in the recent years.
Despite the varying trends of development the total accommodation capacity in the
both countries notably declined in 2007 compared to 1990 (reduction of 20 in Ro-
mania and 33% in Bulgaria). Generally observed decrease in the volume of supply
is explained by the dropping out of some old establishments for social recreation
that proved to be incompatible in the new market conditions. It was very much
influenced by the deficits of national statistics'? as well. However, it mainly re-
garded specific types of accommodation (rest houses, campsites and private lodg-
ing), while hotels were less affected.

The volume of hotel supply was mostly determined by the renovation of old
hotels (i. e. reduction in the number of rooms and beds) and by the construction
of new hotel units. Different intensity of these processes in Romania and Bulgaria
has premised apparent distinction between the two countries (Table 1). Figures
show that hotel beds in Romania slightly changed in number over the whole period
while in Bulgaria they doubled.

Stagnating quantitative development of hotel supply in Romania reflected the
slow run in privatization together with the orientation of private investments on oth-
er types of accommodation. Such a situation was also valid of Bulgaria in the begin-
ning of the studied period, but it was dramatically changed in the late 1990s, when
privatisation was almost completed, lots of former rest houses were transformed into
hotels and the construction of new private hotels became very attractive for huge in-
vestments. Therefore, the number of hotel beds in Bulgaria rapidly grew after 2000.
A peak in the rate of growth was registered in 2004-2005 followed by a noticeable
slowdown in hotel expansion that was related to the problem of overbuilding in re-
sorts and the consequently limited competitiveness of many establishments'.

As aresult of the above presented changes in accommodation capacity of Bulgaria
and Romania, hotels have increased their share in the overall supply of both countries,
though at a different scale (Table 1). Their percentage in the total bed capacity sharply
grew in Bulgaria (from 28% in 1990 to 85% in 2007) due to dynamic hotel industry
development accompanied by considerable decline in other types of accommodation.
In Romania, on the other hand, the share of hotels in the total bed capacity increased by
12% only, starting from a higher position (from 48% in 1990 to 60% in 2007), which
was not by the reason of noticeable hotel industry development but because of gener-
ally declined volume of overall supply.

Distinct differences between the both countries are observed with the reference to
territorial development of hotel supply over the last years (Table 2).

Presented data makes it clear that the extraordinary bloom of the hotel industry
in Bulgaria between 1998 and 2007 (growth of 134%) resulted from the emergent
volume of hotel supply in all groups of districts. However, it was mainly deter-
mined by the extremely high intensity of growth in six districts comprising the
biggest ski and seaside resorts (respectively 196 and 152%). As hotel supply expe-
rienced the greatest expansion in limited areas of valuable tourism resources but
already high level of development', it deepened the traditional problem of strong
territorial concentration of Bulgarian tourism industry that does not correspond to
the wide distribution of tourism resources. Thus, the six districts with big seaside
and mountain resorts covering 30% of the country’s territory increased their per-
centage in the total capacity of hotels from 76% in 1998 to 84% in 2007. Grown
up hotel capacity in the rest of the districts comprising various types of tourism
localities (big cities, centres of cultural and business tourism, smaller mountain
and spa resorts) illustrates the greater attention recently paid on diversification of
traditional mass tourism products and development of more destinations besides
the main tourist complexes. Yet, the twenty two districts that cover 70% of the
country’s territory could not stand out against the rapid expansion of hotels in sea-

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side and ski resorts and reduced their share in the overall volume of hotel supply
from 24% in 1998 to 16% in 2007.

In Romania the small hotel industry growth of 4% over the same period was
determined by a considerable decline in the volume of supply in several regions
(mainly the Danube Delta, but also in spa resorts and in the counties with no distinct
tourism specialisation), which was compensated by the growth in the biggest cities
(24%) and to some extend in ski resorts (3%). Meanwhile, the hotel capacity in the
seaside county of Constanta' did not show any change. Thus the territorial structure
of hotel supply in 2007 remained almost the same as in 1998 — only the biggest cities
slightly increased their share (from 21 to 24%) while the seaside slightly declined in
percentage (from 46 to 44%). Currently the hotel supply of Romania is highly con-
centrated on a very limited area (the single seaside county that contains nearly half
of the country’s hotel capacity covers just 3% of its territory), while hotel industry
development is underestimated in large regions of diverse resource potential. As the
data indicates, recently more attention has been paid on business tourism while hotel
supply for winter sports has increased insignificantly.

The maps of Bulgaria (Fig. 1) and Romania (Fig. 2) show the power of hotel
supply by administrative units in 2007. It is clearly revealed that currently hotels
play much more important role in Bulgaria than in Romania. There are twenty
districts including seaside and mountain areas, as well as the present and the for-
mer capitals (Sofia and Veliko Tarnovo) with more than 75% of their bed capac-
ity in hotels. Many districts have a great number of hotel establishments, starting
with Varna (336) and Burgas (263) at the seaside, Blagoevgrad including the ski
resort of Bansko in Pirin Mountain (111), and Smolyan including the ski resort of
Pamporovo in the Rhodopes (104), with large average capacity of more than 250
beds. In seven districts the share of hotel beds in total accommodation capacity is
over 50% and there is only one district (Montana) with underdeveloped hotel sup-
ply (48% of its total bed capacity).

In Romania there are only five administrative units focusing on the hotel ac-
commodation type that makes up over 75% of their total bed capacity. Among
them are the two counties with the highest number of hotels — Constanta (334)
and Bucharest (87), as well as counties with few hotels but no other accommoda-
tion establishments — Calarasi (5) and Dolj (12). Half of the Romanian counties
have 50-75% of their accommodation capacity in hotels, especially in cities and
in Banat Region, Bucegi Mountains. Hotel supply makes up less than 50% of the
total capacity in two fifth of the counties. Such a small share is explained by the
development of guest houses as the first option for investors (Brasov, Suceava,
Sibiu etc.). Finally, in two less developed counties with no remarkable tourism
potential (Satu Mare and Salaj) hotel capacity is less than 25% of the total.

Qualitative development of supply is revealed through the changes in the structure
of accommodation capacity by category. Unfortunately, no consistent data of that kind
is regularly published in Bulgaria. Therefore, the comparative analysis is based on
information concerning the category of the whole accommodation capacity in 1993,
1998 and 2006, illustrating the main trends that are evident even from the records
for some years only (Fig 3). In addition it should be noted that as hotels comprise the
major part of the both counties’ bed capacity they have strongly influenced dynamics
in overall qualitative development of supply.

It is clearly shown on Fig. 3 that in the beginning of the period the bed capacity
of Bulgaria and Romania was strongly dominated by the facilities of low category
or without awarded category'’. Decreased percentage of uncategorized facilities in
the late 1990s resulted in increased share of beds in 1 and 2—star establishments.
Over the last ten years a slow progress has been noticed in Romania and the level
of standard has not changed very much. In Bulgaria, on the other hand, well ex-
pressed positive trends have been observed since 1999 demonstrated through drop-
ping out of uncategorized facilities and expansion of higher category capacity. The
share of beds in uncategorized and low category accommodation units dived from
75% in 1998 to 38% in 2006, while beds in 4 and 5-star establishments grew from
4% in 1998 to 30% in 2006.

Available data about the hotel capacity by category in 2006 makes it possible to
present current differences between the both countries (Table 3). Obviously, the vol-
ume of high standard hotel supply in Bulgaria strongly exceeds the one in Romania
(4 and 5-star hotels are twice bigger in number and five times bigger in bed places).
Although the average hotel capacity in the both countries is the same (157 beds),
there is apparent distinction concerning the size of establishments with the reference

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to category. In Bulgaria the higher is the category the larger is the average capacity
of hotels which is explained by the recent boom in construction of huge 4 and 5-star
hotels in seaside and mountain resorts. In Romania there is no such clear regularity
as most of the big hotels are still state-owned and leased by entrepreneurs who keep
them without rehabilitation in order to buy them later at low price.

Structure of hotel supply by category is very much related to the existing dif-
ferences in average capacity of hotel establishments. In Bulgaria low standard
hotels make up 52% of all hotel units but comprise less than 30% of the hotel bed
capacity. Conversely, high standard hotels that form 15% of all establishments
contain 36% of the hotel bed capacity. In Romania, on the other hand, 1 and 2-star
hotels strongly predominate in the structure of supply. They comprise 60% of the
hotel units and 68% of the hotel bed places, while the share of 4 and 5-star hotels
is just 8-9%.

Above presented differences between Bulgaria and Romania in the volume and
quality of hotel supply have premised important distinctions in the volume and struc-
ture of hotel demand.

HOTEL DEMAND ANALYSIS

Volume of hotel demand. In both countries hotel demand strongly declined in vol-
ume during the 1990s and started rising after 2000 (Fig. 4). It grew faster in Bulgaria,
while the speed of development in Romania was low, especially with the reference to
the number of nights spent.

Despite the positive trends of the recent years the volume of hotel demand was
lower in 2007 than in 1990. The number of hotel visitors declined by 44% in Ro-
mania and by 21% in Bulgaria, while the number of nights spent in hotels dropped
respectively by 46 and 7% (Table 4). However, the decrease in hotel demand was
much smaller compared to its overall nosedive in all accommodation facilities, es-
pecially in Bulgaria. The more stable market development of hotels could be ex-
plained by their higher competitiveness in the new market conditions, but was also
influenced by the problematic statistical accounting of the real volume of demand in
other types of accommodation (e. g. private lodging and family hotels) that almost
“disappeared” from the observation of the official national statistics for a long time.
Thus, the relative weight of hotel demand grew in sboth counties over the whole
period, more significantly in Bulgaria. The share of visitors to hotels there rose from
64 to 92% and the share of nights spent in hotels rose from 44% to 93%. In Romania
visitors to hotels slightly dropped in percentage from 76 to 75%, yet the share of
nights spent in hotels notably increased from 69 to 81%.

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Foreign and domestic market development. Considerable differences between
the both countries regarding foreign and domestic market development are re-
vealed on Fig. 5. Obviously, over the whole period hotel demand in Romania was
dominated by the domestic market, while in Bulgaria — by the foreign market.
Therefore, the volume of demand in Romanian hotels strongly suffered by the
dramatic drop in the number of visits and nights spent by native residents (due to
either limited financial means for traveling and inclination of traveling abroad),
while the foreign market’s volume varied insignificantly. In Bulgaria the loss of
both, domestic and foreign customers in the 1990s strongly affected hotels. The
volume of demand gradually recovered after 2000 mainly due to the substantial
foreign market growth. Thus, the share of nights spent by international visitors in
Bulgarian hotels increased from 51% in 1990 to 71% in 2007, while in Romania
it grew by 7% only — from 12% in 1990 to 19% in 2007, mainly due to the lack of
international touroperators working with Romania.

The average duration of stay in hotels results from the above presented numbers
of visitors and nights spent. Table 5 shows that the overall duration of stay both in
Bulgarian and Romanian hotels is quite low (3—4 nights) and has not changed a lot
over the studied period. However, the total values stem from quite different tourist
behaviour of native and international customers in both countries. In Bulgaria native
residents spend in hotels just about two nights as average, while in Romania they stay
longer (3,54 nights). International visitors on the other hand, stay much longer in
Bulgarian hotels (5—6 nights) than in Romanian ones (2-2,5 nights).

These distinctions could be explained by the different type of activities prac-
ticed by the hotel customers in both countries. Domestic hotel demand in Bulgaria
is mainly related to weekend tourism and business trips, while in Romania it is
associated with some longer lasting forms of leisure as well. Conversely, the for-
eign market of Romanian hotels is dominated by business and cognitive tourism
of limited duration, while in Bulgaria it is oriented to traditional mass recreation
(mainly in seaside resorts). Therefore, a continuous decline in the length of for-
eigners’ stay in Bulgarian hotels has been observed since the late 1990s, due to
the general trend of shortening the duration of mass tourism packages offered by
European touroperators.

The type of tourism practiced by domestic and foreign visitors in both countries
and the location of hotels strongly influences seasonality of demand. Unfortunately,
the data collected by months in Romania includes only the number of arrivals in all
accommodation facilities, so it is impossible to compare precisely the seasonality of
hotel demand in both countries. Even in this case, interesting observations could be
made as visitors to hotels comprise the greatest majority of visitors to all accommoda-
tion establishments (75% in Romania and 92% in Bulgaria) and determine the overall
pattern of seasonality.

It is shown on Fig. 6 that both, in Bulgaria and Romania tourism demand mea-
sured by the number of arrivals in all accommodation establishments is highly season-
al — about half of the visits take place between June and September. However, the well
expressed seasonality in Bulgaria is determined by the foreigners, while in Romania
— by the native residents.

Foreign arrivals in Bulgaria are concentrated within the summer because the
country is known mainly as a destination for mass sea recreation at the internation-
al market. Romania in contrast does not attract considerable number of holiday-
makers from abroad, which has premised the low seasonality of inbound tourism
but also its limited volume.

The relatively even distribution of native visitors by months in Bulgaria illus-
trates the balancing role of domestic market in tourism development, which is typical
of most destinations. More surprising is the high seasonality observed in Romanian
domestic market that is probably explained by the concentration of vacations in the
summer, traditions in spending them at the Black Sea coast and limited services and
packages of these hotels for other seasons.

Territorial distribution of hotel demand in the period 1998-2007 also shows
great differences between Bulgaria and Romania, both with the reference to domestic
and international markets that are demonstrated through the number of visitors and
nights spent in hotels by groups of districts (Fig 7). In Bulgaria in 1998 domestic ar-
rivals and nights spent were of relatively moderate spatial distribution, while foreign
arrivals and especially nights spent were directed mainly to the Black Sea resorts.
In Romania the counties including big cities were first in top, both for domestic and
international arrivals. Nights spent by native residents were mainly in spa resorts and
at the seaside, while those of foreigners were concentrated in big cities.

Almost ten years later, in 2007, domestic demand in Bulgaria increased most
evidently in ski resorts and in the group of districts with various tourism speciali-
sation, while the number of international visitors and nights spent significantly
grew in seaside and ski resorts, due to the investments in hotel establishments and
the activity of international touroperators. The inbound arrivals rose above three
times in the seaside districts, nine times in the districts of the biggest ski resorts
and above two times in the other districts. The nights spent by foreigners did not
boost that much, yet they doubled in seaside areas, grew four times in ski resorts
and tripled in the other districts, thus indicating a trend of increasing international
attention to destinations within the country. However, the Black sea resorts still
concentrated 83% of all nights spent by international visitors in the country. It is
worth mentioning that the number of the foreign nights spent in the sea side hotels
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of Bulgaria in 2007 exceeded nine times that of Constanta and was three times
bigger than the whole volume of Romanian inbound market, which expresses the
successful international tourism policy of Bulgaria, as well as its orientation to
mass recreation.

At the same time Romania faced a decrease in the number of arrivals and
nights spent in hotels at the seaside (Constanta) and in the counties with ski re-
sorts, as well as stagnation in all other regions, except the biggest cities and the
Danube Delta. Domestic market volume measured by the number of nights spent
showed some increase only in the counties including spa resorts and big cities,
while the international market grew in big cities, in the Danube Delta and in the
group of other counties. The loss of both, domestic and foreign demand for sea
recreation illustrates the low competitiveness of hotels that motivated Romanians
to spend their sea vacation abroad (which has favoured Bulgarian hotel industry)
and forced international touroperators to retreat from the Romanian market, due
to the unfavourable value for money offering. Similar trends, though not so well
expressed, were observed in ski resorts as well.

Derived from the above data, differences in territorial development of hotel demand
in Bulgaria and Romania between 1998 and 2007 are briefly presented in Table 6.

Obviously, the impressive overall growth of hotel demand in Bulgaria (111%)
over the last years referred to all regions, but was mostly determined by the rapidly in-
creased customers’ interest in ski and seaside resorts. The districts of the biggest cities
slightly amplified their market while the total volume of demand in all other admin-
istrative units doubled. Thus, the first two groups of districts increased their share in
the territorial structure of hotel demand from 76% in 1998 to 83% in 2007 at the same
time as the districts of the biggest cities declined twice in percentage (from 12 to 6%)
and all the rest held almost the same relative weight (11-12%).

It is also apparent that in 2007 foreign demand strengthened its dominating market
position in the seaside areas (86% of all nights spent) and sharply grew in importance
in the districts of the biggest ski resorts (from 39 to 54% of all nights spent). Although
the share of nights spent by international visitors increased in the other areas, as well,
in most of the districts it remained very low (less than 10-15%). Bearing in mind that
hotels concentrate about 99% of all nights spent by foreigners in the country, such a
territorial distribution indicates that Bulgaria hardly “escapes” from its image of a
mass tourism destination (mainly 3-S destination), despite the efforts to present new
tourism products and sites at the international market.

The low average growth of hotel demand in Romania (just 11%) over the last
years resulted from the converse market development trends in different territories.
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The number of nights spent in hotels grew by one third in limited areas comprising
the big cities and the Danube delta, while it declined in the counties of seaside and ski
resorts and slightly increased in the rest of the country. Thus the territorial structure of
hotel demand in Romania did not change significantly between 1998 and 2007. Yet,
the counties of the biggest cities increased their market share from 28% to 33% at the
same time as the relative importance of the seaside county of Constanta decreased
from 27 to 22% and the rest of the administrative units held almost the same position.

Positive trends in the foreign market development of Romanian hotels referred
mostly to the big cities — the nights spent by international visitors there increased
in share from 26 in 1998 to 40% in 2007. Rising share of foreign hotel demand was
also observed in the Danube Delta and other counties with resources for religious and
events tourism, while the counties of seaside, ski and spa resorts experienced stagna-
tion and even nosedive. Such a territorial development indicates that in contrast to
Bulgaria, Romania has not pledged on mass recreation, but on business and cognitive
tourism at the international market, which explains the great differences between both
countries regarding the volume and structure of hotel demand.

UTILIZATION OF HOTEL ACCOMMODATION FACILITIES

Utilization of hotel accommodation facilities in Bulgaria and Romania has nega-
tively changed over the studied period reflecting quantitative development of hotel
supply and demand (Table 7). As data indicates, the two countries had rather high
level of hotel facilities’ deployment in 1990 but experienced a sharp nosedive both, in
the occupancy rate and the average number of nights spent per bed during the 1990s
and could not achieve great progress in improving the situation after 2000, though for
different reasons. The problem has proved to be much deeper in Bulgaria where the
utilization of the existing hotel capacity in 2007 (33% occupancy rate and 72 nights
spent per bed) was twice lower than in 1990 and fell far behind the Romanian values
(43% occupancy rate and 98 nights spent per bed).

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The observed distinctions between Bulgaria and Romania resulted from the dif-
ferent speed and direction of their product and market development (Fig. 8). During
the 1990s aggravated utilization of hotel facilities in both countries derived from the
nosedive in the volume of demand (expressed by the number of nights spent) that
took place faster than the reduction of hotel capacity (expressed by the number of bed
places and available bed-nights).

The fist signals of positive development of Bulgarian hotel industry that ap-
peared in 2000 were manifested through a rapid growth in the volume of supply,
while the volume of demand increased insignificantly. Thus, the lowest utiliza-
tion of hotel facilities was registered at that time (28% occupancy rate and 68
nights spent per bed). The following several years were characterized by continu-
ous expansion of hotel capacity and outpacing market development that slightly
improved the hotel industry effectiveness in the middle of the decade (36% occu-
pancy rate and 79 nights spent per bed). Yet, the speed of growth has slowed down
since 2006, especially with the reference to demand. In 2007 the number of nights
spent grew by only 4% at the background of 12% increase of available bed-nights,
which lead to noticeable decline in the occupancy rate (33%) and the average num-
ber of nights spent per bed (72).

In Romania the continuous process of declining also stopped in 2000, but it
was not followed by considerable growth in either supply or demand. However,
the lowest utilization of hotel facilities that was registered in 1999-2000 (41%
occupancy rate and 92 nights spent per bed), was much higher than in Bulgaria,
which is explained by the better starting position in the beginning of the studied
period in combination with the greater reduction of available bed nights and the
smaller nosedive in the number of nights spent in Romania during the 1990s. In
the next years the level of hotel utilization did not improve evidently, yet in 2007
the occupancy rate reached 43% and the number of nights spent per bed increased
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to 98, due to the fact that the volume of hotel demand grew a little faster compared
to the slow hotel capacity enlargement.

Above presented data indicates that the intensive development of hotel indus-
try in Bulgaria over the last years has created overcapacity that could not be effec-
tively utilized, although the volume of demand has significantly grown after 2000.
Romania, on the other hand has revealed better effectiveness of its hotel industry,
despite the negative development during the 1990s and the stagnation after 2000
that has lead to substantial reduction in both the volume of supply and demand
over the whole period. Hence, in 2007 Bulgarian hotels registered 10% lower oc-
cupancy rate and 26 fewer nights spent per bed than the Romanian ones, as they
were 1,4 times bigger in capacity and had almost the same number of nights spent
(nearly 17 mln).

Utilization of hotels in both countries varied in different areas, depending on
the type of tourism practiced, on the volume of the existing supply and demand,
as well as on the average period of the establishments’ functioning (Table 8). It is
clearly shown that in 2007 in most of the Romanian counties the occupancy rate
exceeded 35% and it was not below 30% even in the administrative units with no
distinct tourism specialization, while in the greatest majority of Bulgarian districts
it hardly reached 20-21%.

The highest values of this indicator in Romania were registered in the coun-
ties including spa resorts (57%) and at the seaside (49%). The high occupation
of hotels in the first case referred to a functional period of 10 months (305 days)
and a considerable number of nights spent per bed (175) in the counties of spa re-
sorts. On the other hand, in the seaside county of Constanta it corresponded to just
49 nights per bed, as hotels there operated for about 3 months (99 days). Next
come hotels in the counties of the biggest cities and ski resorts with long func-
tional period (355318 days), occupancy rate of 35-37% and more than 110 nights
spent per bed. Hotels in the Danube delta registered higher occupation (36%) than
the ones in the rest of the country (30%), but a smaller number of nights spent per
bed, resulting from the shorter operational period (about 8 months).

In Bulgaria the best utilization of hotel facilities was achieved in the districts of
the seaside resorts and the biggest cities, but even there the level of efficiency was
far below satisfactory. The occupancy rate in the first case was higher (41 vs. 31%)
despite the smaller number of nights spent per bed (70 vs. 108), reflecting the shorter
period of operation of seaside hotels (169 vs. 351 days). Meanwhile, extremely low
effectiveness was registered in the districts including the biggest ski resorts, due to
the great hotel capacity and low seasonality of functioning in combination with the
limited market and high seasonality of demand. Mountain hotels were open almost
all year (321 days) but only 63 nights per bed were spent there, forming net oc-
cupancy rate of 20%, which means that just one fifth of their capacity was utilized.
Similar values of utilization were observed in the other districts as well. Thus, the
low hotel industry effectiveness proved to be a serious problem all over the country,
despite the great territorial differences in the type of tourism development and in the
volume of hotel supply and demand.
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Comparison between sboth countries regarding different types of tourism products
reveals better effectiveness of Bulgarian sea recreation since the relatively high level
of utilization of Bulgarian seaside hotels was achieved for nearly twice longer func-
tional period. However, hotels in the administrative units including the biggest cities
and ski resorts, as well as in the other areas had almost the same period of operation,
but much lower deployment in Bulgaria than in Romania. This illustrates the better
effectiveness of Romanian hotels offering business, cognitive and ski tourism, which
results either from the greater volume of demand (in the cities), or from the smaller
capacity of hotels (in ski resorts and all other areas).

CONCLUSIONS

The comparative analysis of hotel accommodation facilities in Bulgaria and Ro-
mania has revealed some similarities resulting from the common new history of both
countries and their parallel transition from communism to market economy. In the
past hotel industry was better developed in Romania, though it was very important
for Bulgarian tourism as well. During the 1990s it suffered a deep crisis in both
countries, that was expressed by the loss of traditional markets and the sharp reduc-
tion of previously existing capacity, despite the fact that hotels were less affected
than the other types of accommodation facilities.

After 2000 clear distinction between Bulgaria and Romania in hotel industry
development appeared that was determined by the different political and econom-
ic context regarding tourism. In Bulgaria the process of privatisation was much
faster; hotels became very attractive to invest in and collaboration with the stron-
gest European touroperators was activated. As a result Bulgarian hotels quickly
grew in capacity, significantly improved their standard and increased the number
of visitors and nights spent, mainly due to the inbound tourism that strongly grew
in volume and formed the greatest share of hotel demand. Conversely, the slow
privatisation in Romania hindered the renovation of the existing facilities and the
construction of new ones, which badly influenced the quality of hotel product and
lead to withdrawal of international touroperators. Over the last years Romanian
hotels stagnated both, with the reference to supply and demand. They strongly
relied on the domestic market, while foreign visitors and nights spent slightly in-
creased in number and formed a small share of demand.

However, the positive trends observed in Bulgaria have not lead to reasonable
utilization of hotel facilities as they registered a bloom, but could not achieve a
corresponding boost in the volume of demand. Moreover, the expansion of ho-
tels referred mostly to the biggest seaside and ski resorts of already high level of
tourism development, which has created the problems of overbuilding, environ-
mental degradation, common infrastructure overload, guest’s tranquillity violation
etc., and has deepened the traditional problems of one-sided product development
(mass recreation), strong territorial concentration and high seasonality of supply
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and demand. Thus, sustainable development of Bulgarian tourism and of hotel in-
dustry in particular has been seriously challenged with the reference to ecological
endurance, economic effectiveness, long-term competitiveness and wider distribu-
tion of tourism impacts.

On the other hand, the negative trends observed in Romania have imposed bet-
ter utilization of hotel facilities, due to their smaller capacity. At the background
of generally slow transformations over the last ten years, Romanian hotel industry
developed mainly in the big cities, while it declined at the seaside and stagnated in
the other regions. Hence, the territorial structure of hotel supply and demand has not
significantly changed and no serious problems concerning environmental degrada-
tion of tourism areas have been created. Yet, the low level of hotel development has
reduced foreign demand for Romanian seaside, mountain and spa resorts and has
limited their attractiveness for the native residents. Thus, Romania has lost much
of its competitiveness as a destination for recreation (especially at the international
market) and focused mainly on business and cognitive tourism, which has not fa-
vored the adequate adoption of its diverse resource potential.

In sum, the contemporary hotel industry of Bulgaria and Romania is quite
different with the reference to product and market development, as well as to its
effectiveness. Despite the observed disparities, hotel facilities have faced similar
problems regarding insufficient utilization, high seasonality and strong territorial
concentration of supply and demand. Finding the way out of these problems is of
critical importance for sustainable development of overall tourism industry in both
countries as hotels comprise most of the accommodation capacity and concentrate
the greatest share of tourism demand. However, specific solutions should be found
in correspondence to the particular development context and to the goals of na-
tional tourism policies.

The main challenge for Bulgaria is not to allow further overbuilding and to
use the advantage of already created quality hotel facilities through maintaining of
high standard services and active marketing aimed at both, foreign and domestic
customers. Diversified tourism products need to be introduced in order to reduce
seasonality and to improve hotel utilization in the biggest seaside and ski resorts,
as well as to increase the number of visitors and nights spent in cities and less de-
veloped tourism areas.

The greatest challenge for Romania is to improve the quality of hotel facilities and
to increase the volume of hotel supply in the areas of high resource potential without
letting creation of overcapacity and environmental degradation. Purposeful marketing
activity is necessary in order to draw back the strong international touroperators and
to increase the volume of inbound recreational tourism, as well as to retain domestic
tourists in traditional seaside, mountain and spa resorts.

BACKGROUND FOR INDICATOR DEVELOPMENT

Reliable and comparable quantitative data are fundamental for the decision-mak-
ing process on all levels of government. They also need to be aggregated into policy
relevant, understandable and reliable indicators and indexes in order to be useful for
the decision-making process. Sub-national administrative and territorial units in the
country are characterized, due to the nature of the Bulgarian centralized statistical sys-
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tem with a limited quantity of information, which also decreases the lower the territo-
rial unit becomes. User demand, on the other hand, is increasingl for meaningful data
on lower territorial levels — municipalities (LAU1) and settlements (LAU2), which
are very hard to characterize with quantitative data except for annual demographic
trends and environmental data with questionable quality. All the above leads to the
objective necessity for elaboration of estimates with limited amounts of low quality
data available. Contemporary Geographic Information Science provides the necessary
methodological toolbox for elaboration of valuable spatially referenced quantitative
data through the use of a GIS. The latter are critically important for handling various
information related to sub-national territorial units in the country.

In the literature different approaches exist on how an indicator or a set of indi-
cators can be built (Bossel, 1999; Meadows, 1998). Indicator development models
include the following:

* Bottom-up approach.

* Top-down approach.

* Indicators as a system.

A straight forward and scientifically sound overview of the process of creation of in-
dicators, including GIS-based, is provided by Lorenz (1999).

One of the most important aspects of indicator creation, which is frequently ig-
nored particularly in Bulgaria, is related to the criteria for their development. Criteria
about indicators must be in accordance with the principles in the Code of Practice of
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European statistics, particularly in the parts directly addressing indicators — Statistical
Processes and Statistical Output. All Indicators chosen have to meet a large number
of criteria, which, on the other hand, must not be contradictory. The selection criteria
relate to the scientific and policy requirements that indicators should fulfil. A list of the
most commonly criteria are cited below.

* Validity — Does the indicator logically measure the ‘item of interest’?

* Value and relevance — Is the indicator likely to be relevant and valuable to the
regional community, its activities and the outcomes?

* Predictive — Is the indicator likely to give an early warning about a dangerous
or irreversible problem?

* Goal driven — Is the indicator likely to really measure progress to achieving
the goal?

* Future-oriented — Is the indicator likely to provide decision-makers with
information about the future?

* Sustainable — Does the item of interest being measured have a long-term
dimension, and is it prepared for stable territorial units?

* Trend — Is the indicator able to show trends over space and time?

* Scope — Does the indicator deal with an issue relevant to the whole community
or only to a small part?

* Understandable — Is the intent and meaning of the indicator readily apparent
to regional residents?

* Presentation — Can the indicator be presented in pictorial, graphical or spatial
ways?

* Measurable — Can the indicator be easily and cheaply measured?

* Reliability — Can the indicator be measured reliably?

* Accessible — Is information about the indicator readily available?

* Timely — Can the indicator provide timely feedback to decision-makers?

* Responsive — Can changes in the item of interest be readily detected in the
measurements?

* Compatible — Does the indicator align in a clear way with the general thrust of
others in the suite?

It is essential that all potential indicators are assessed with regard to availability
of data. Data have to be available in order to construct the indicator. The indicator
is, otherwise, most probably going to be useful, since if data collection is typically an
enormously resource and time demanding activity. There are however, ways to estimate
data and construct indicators with a limited amount of resources. The use of Geographic
Information Systems (GIS) can be extremely useful in this sense, since data within a GIS
is organized, based on geographic (spatial) location.
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GIS AS MEANS FOR INDICATOR CREATION

Regional development is by nature hundred per cent temporal as implied by the term
‘development’. Whether sustainable or not, development by nature also is hundred per
cent spatial or territorial, since all development takes place at certain spot on Earth, which
can be represented by x, y (and z) co-ordinates. Thus, for a region, whether a municipality,
country, transboundary region, continent or the whole world, there can be important spatial
heterogeneity or differences, which in many cases deserve special attention. Surprisingly,
the spatial dimension has often been neglected or been given low priority by groups pre-
paring regional development indicators. The reasons for this are several. One main rea-
son is missing or low capacities and skills to handle georeferenced data and information
among those in charge of indicator work. This is increasingly becoming a reduced concern
with the advent of more user-friendly GIS software, and also with the increasing tendency
of merging traditional GIS software with commonly used ‘office type’ software.

GIS is a product of technology, which in its broadest conceptual and cultural sense
has been driving force in ability to construct and demonstrate geographic information. It
is wide accepted that in philosophy of GIS there is nothing in principle new — people from
centuries have been collecting geographical data, manipulated and analysed it. The new
moment here is information technology, which in combination with standard tools for
handling spatial data provides new way for understanding and analysing this information.

The merits of using GIS in indicator work are several. We will here briefly review
some of the important functionalities.

SAMPLING

In many cases, when dealing with environmental indicators, there is a need to obtain
a spatially representative sample of an indicator in question, possibly for deduction of an
average value for the overall area considered. Many GIS can assist in making spatially
unbiased averages from geographically distributed sample measurements by offering geo-
statistical analytical tools.

ANALYSIS

One of the key features of dedicated GIS are the range of tools offered for spatial
analysis, and frequently also tools (e.g. statistical, SQL) for non-spatial analysis of data
associated with the geographic features, the so-called attribute data.

GIS analysis procedures can be grouped into three types:

* Those used for storage and retrieval. For example, presentation capabilities
may allow the display of soil map of the area of interest.

* Constrained queries that allow the user to look patterns in their data.

* Modeling procedures or functions for the prediction of what data might be at
a different time and place.
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DATABASE MANAGEMENT

Many of the more comprehensive GIS software packages are connected with power-
ful database management systems (DBMS). Thus, it may be considered to keep and main-
tain a indicator database, including the raw statistical data, using the DBMS found in GIS
and, thereby ,improve the opportunities for cartographic visualization.

VISUALIZATION

The production of cartographic outputs is a key feature of any GIS. In a regional
development indicator framework, at least two types of cartographic out-puts may be use-
ful to produce spatial indicator maps and ‘reference’ maps. Other types of cartographic
illustrations that may be useful in the context of indicator reporting and visualization are
reference or index maps, showing the locations of measurement stations, if a few measure-
ment stations are supposed to represent a larger region.

REGIONAL AND LOCAL DATA AND INDICATOR INITIATIVES USING GIS

Several sub-national statistical systems exist where geographic information systems
are being used for the needs of quantitative data creation in two cases:

1. Indicators for identification of target zone municipalities under the Law on Regional
Development.

2. Rio Conventions Monitoring Indicators.

EXAMPLES OF USE

In order to demonstrate the potential of GIS as indicator generator we have developed
methodology for generation and estimation of two main Sustainable Development indica-
tors, created with spatial database for Bulgaria and ArcGIS 9.3 software platform. They
are as follows:

* Share of wilderness territory: is defined as an area lying more than 5 kilometers from
roads and railways (Wilderness is a state indicator for cultural and natural landscapes in
the Norwegian state-of-the-environment report on the Internet. Source: UNEP/GRID-Ar-
endal, 1996). The methodology for calculation is based on the use of two main analytical
operations — proximity analysis (buffering within 5 km around transport infrastructure)
and overlay. The result (Fig. 2) indicator could be interpreted in two ways:

* Bigger share of the territories without transport access means better preserved envi-

ronment;
* On the other hand — obviously the municipality is relatively underdeveloped.

Mean accessibility to the NUTS3 district center: The indicator is defined as the
mean time of travel by land transportation to the NUTS 3 center (Overview of acces-
sibility measures in GIS environment is given by R. P. Juliao, 1998). The methodol-
ogy is based on GRID based spatial analysis, involving conditional evaluations, raster
algebra, cost-weighted distance and zonal statistics.

The result of these complex calculations is a layer showing the accessibility to
the rgional administrative center (Fig.3). In regional planning this is regarded as a key
indicator for measuring the level of development. Very often the low access to some
critical services like medical services or education is the driving force for migration
processes and depopulation.

To conclude we would like on stress to several important aspect of the successful use
of GIS-based indicators:

Institutionalization. In order for the system of indicators to become useful and appli-
cable, an institutionalization by a governmental body is essential.

Quality and reliability concerns. The quality of the output is questionable, particularly
for data being generated for the target zones (LAU2 administrative units, municipalities) in
the field of relief characteristics quantification. This is so because of the fact, that statisticians
who elaborated the principles of indicator creation had vague perception of how to handle the
complexity of relief and did not include experts in geomorphology during the indicator creation
concept phase. This does not, however, undervalue the role of GIS as unique set of tools for
generation of new information through the integration of spatially referenced data.

Since the GIS-based approach to indicator development is not well known among re-
searchers, statisticians and decision — makers, it is essential that they are familiar with the con-
cepts underlying the process of indicator creation.
